If you haven't
guessed the meaning and it still seems important, then you can look it up. To avoid interrupting your
reading for too long, you should find its meaning in your own language using a bilingual dictionary.

e When you hear a new word in class (or the teacher has written it on the board), wait and continue
listening. What the teacher says next may help you to understand the word. If you look it up in your
dictionary, you will not hear what comes next, and this will make understanding the lesson more and
more difficult.
